There is currently no formal acknowledgement by the international community of animal
welfare as an issue of importance. Neither the scientific findings regarding sentience nor the
links between animal welfare and human development have been recognised.

Animal welfare is a key tool for devising strategies to achieve the Millennium Development
Goals. With the official support of the UN General Assembly, the UDAW would be an integral
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part of international efforts to tackle issues such as poverty, environmental sustainability and
human health.
